Conclusions from Group 3

Theme:  Socio-Economic Reinsertion

General Considerations

· The state must guarantee the necessary means for socio-economic reinsertion with the support of national and international organizations.

· Give importance to the environment, levels of accessibility among others where the survivors are from in all efforts of socio-economic reinsertion.  

· The states must guarantee the continuation of the programs, plans and projects in such a way that transcends changes of government.

Enabling

· Take advantage of national, regional and local established capabilities.

· Inform in a sustainable manner about the established national capability in order that such advantages/benefits are known to those who can benefit from them. 

· Psychological attention is fundamental before, during and after all efforts of socio-economic reinsertion.

· A diagnostic of all social reinsertion efforts should be implemented.

· Efficient evaluations are necessary.

Job Placement

· It is important to consider and diversify reinsertion through diverse projects. Options must be contemplated. 

· Must develop greater efforts in public awareness of actors such as Employers, Government Civil Servants, and others.

·  Must strengthen information and broadcasting mechanisms about tools that facilitate Socio-Economic Reinsertion.

· The importance of compiling legal tools and experience of  affected countries in the region in arranging social reinsertion in order to share said information was emphasized.  (It was considered that the OAS will be able to help on this point)  

Community Integration  

· It is important to systemize experiences of Community-Based Rehabilitation to take advantage of them.  In this sense, it is important to train key local actors in order to convert them into managers and planners in their respective communities.

· Should strengthen and promote local networks of survivors.

Others

· Strengthen the National Authority through the articulation of efforts, keeping in mind their established objectives in its National Mine Action Plans.

· It is important to secure continuity mechanisms by the National Authority in the implementation of Mine Action components.

· Emphasized the special situation of children and adolescents, to whom special attention and special follow up for their integration into the community should be offered. 

· Support recreational, cultural and educational activities for the survivors.
